Tetanus is a totally and easily preventable bacterial disease that affects most animals (including horses 

and humans).  Horses are particularly susceptible because of their environment and tendency to incur 

injuries and sadly infected horses and ponies usually die or require euthanasia.  The tetanus bacteria is 

found in soil just about everywhere, surviving in the environment for long periods of time.  As tetanus 

bacteria do not require oxygen (anaerobic) even small puncture wounds which are difficult to detect such 

as a prick from a thorn, can introduce the bacteria into the horses body.  Annual or biannual vaccination 

should be provided to all horses and ponies.  For further information visit the QHC website and download

Strangles 

Strangles is another disease of horses which requires annual vaccination.  It is highly contagious and 

debilitating and severely affected horses can die or require euthanasia.   Strangles is so called because the 

lymph nodes around the head and neck can become so enlarged that swallowing is painful and they can 

cause labored breathing.  Like EI, strangles can be spread very quickly through horse populations via 

infected tack, grooming gear and feed and water buckets.  Additionally shared water sources are an 

efficient way of spreading the bacteria, so NEVER use public troughs as infected horses may not be 

showing clinical signs and the length of time the bacteria can survive in the environment is unknown.  For 

further information download the Strangles fact sheet at:
